and recorded to AHIR.  They will all pass a complete breeding soundness examination, including a semen test prior to 

delivery in the spring.  
 

While these bulls are guaranteed breeders, we recommend that bulls not wintered at SCC be fertility tested by a 
certified veterinarian prior to use next summer.

SCC Heifers  
 These bred heifers are the top commercial heifers from our 2009 calf crop.  The selection process to become an SCC 

heifer is not easy, heifers must be born in the first 21 days of the calving season, be out of a cow that has a great 
udder, good feet and b rings in a good one every fall.  The bull was put in May 15 and the heifers should start calving 

approximately 2/20/11 for a short calving window.   

The first calf heifers were bred either to a HARB Pendleton 765 son or a Fourpoint Eight of Ironwood son, b oth are low 
birth weight Angus bulls.  

 SCC Heifers are on a Scour Bos program and up to date preg information will be available the day of the sale.  Heifers 

will sell buyers choice of 1 head up to 12 head.
